a. 14 Seeing then that we have a great high priest, that is passed into the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our profession.

i. Profession = homologia

1. Homou = common

2. Logia = words

3. Our common words

4. Let us seize and hold our common words/teachings

5. Eph 4:3 – 6

a.  3 endeavoring to keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace.

b.  4 There is one body and one Spirit, just as you were called in one hope of your calling;

c.  5 one Lord, one faith, one baptism;

d.  6 one God and Father of all, who is above all, and through all, and in you all.

b.  15 For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin.
i. Isa 53:3 – 6

1.  3 He is despised and rejected by men, A Man of sorrows and acquainted with grief. And we hid, as it were, our faces from Him; He was despised, and we did not esteem Him.

2.  4 Surely He has borne our griefs And carried our sorrows; Yet we esteemed Him stricken, Smitten by God, and afflicted.

3.  5 But He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquities; The chastisement for our peace was upon Him, And by His stripes we are healed.

4.  6 All we like sheep have gone astray; We have turned, every one, to his own way; And the LORD has laid on Him the iniquity of us all.
ii. 1Pe 2:21 – 24

1.  21 For to this you were called, because Christ also suffered for us, leaving us an example, that you should follow His steps:

2.  22 "Who committed no sin, Nor was deceit found in His mouth";

3.  23 who, when He was reviled, did not revile in return; when He suffered, He did not threaten, but committed Himself to Him who judges righteously;

4.  24 who Himself bore our sins in His own body on the tree, that we, having died to sins, might live for righteousness--by whose stripes you were healed.
iii. 1Jo 3:5 And you know that He was manifested to take away our sins, and in Him there is no sin.
c.  16 Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.
i. How doe we approach the Throne of God?

1. Boldly = with confidence

2. Why?

a. Eph 2:18 – 22

i.  18 For through Him we both have access by one Spirit to the Father.

ii.  19 Now, therefore, you are no longer strangers and foreigners, but fellow citizens with the saints and members of the household of God,

iii.  20 having been built on the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ Himself being the chief cornerstone,

iv.  21 in whom the whole building, being joined together, grows into a holy temple in the Lord,

v.  22 in whom you also are being built together for a dwelling place of God in the Spirit.
b. Eph 3:12 in whom we have boldness and access with confidence through faith in Him.
c. Heb 10:21 – 23

i.  21 and having a High Priest over the house of God,

ii.  22 let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure water.

iii.  23 Let us hold fast the confession of our hope without wavering, for He who promised is faithful.
d. Ga 3:29 And if you are Christ's, then you are Abraham's seed, and heirs according to the promise.
d. Priest and High Priest

i. Nu 3:12 – 13 Levites belonged to God, for God’s purpose

1.  12 "Now behold, I Myself have taken the Levites from among the children of Israel instead of every firstborn who opens the womb among the children of Israel. Therefore the Levites shall be Mine,

2.  13 "because all the firstborn are Mine. On the day that I struck all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, I sanctified to Myself all the firstborn in Israel, both man and beast. They shall be Mine: I am the LORD."
ii. They lived off offerings from the other tribes to God

1. Jos 13:14 Only to the tribe of Levi he had given no inheritance; the sacrifices of the LORD God of Israel made by fire are their inheritance, as He said to them.
2. Jos 13:33 But to the tribe of Levi Moses had given no inheritance; the LORD God of Israel was their inheritance, as He had said to them.
3. De 18:1 – 5

a.  1 "The priests, the Levites-all the tribe of Levi-shall have no part nor inheritance with Israel; they shall eat the offerings of the LORD made by fire, and His portion.

b.  2 "Therefore they shall have no inheritance among their brethren; the LORD is their inheritance, as He said to them.

c.  3 "And this shall be the priest's due from the people, from those who offer a sacrifice, whether it is bull or sheep: they shall give to the priest the shoulder, the cheeks, and the stomach.

d.  4 "The firstfruits of your grain and your new wine and your oil, and the first of the fleece of your sheep, you shall give him.

e.  5 "For the LORD your God has chosen him out of all your tribes to stand to minister in the name of the LORD, him and his sons forever.
4. Who cared for the Levites? God.

iii. High Priest

1. Of the Tribe of Levi

a. Ex 2:1 ¶ And a man of the house of Levi went and took as wife a daughter of Levi.
i. Who was this talking about? Moses.

b. Ex 4:14 So the anger of the LORD was kindled against Moses, and He said: "Is not Aaron the Levite your brother? I know that he can speak well. And look, he is also coming out to meet you. When he sees you, he will be glad in his heart.
i. Who was Moses’ brother? Aaron.

ii. Aaron was from what tribe?  Levi.

c. Ex 6:20 Now Amram took for himself Jochebed, his father's sister, as wife; and she bore him Aaron and Moses. And the years of the life of Amram were one hundred and thirty-seven.
d. Nu 26:59 The name of Amram's wife was Jochebed the daughter of Levi, who was born to Levi in Egypt; and to Amram she bore Aaron and Moses and their sister Miriam.
i. Notice that Jochebed

1. Was an actual daughter of Levi

2. Was born in Egypt

3. She was Amram’s Aunt

2. Ex 27:21 "In the tabernacle of meeting, outside the veil which is before the Testimony, Aaron and his sons shall tend it from evening until morning before the LORD. It shall be  a statute forever to their generations on behalf of the children of Israel.
3. Ex 28:1 ¶ "Now take Aaron your brother, and his sons with him, from among the children of Israel, that he may minister to Me as priest, Aaron and Aaron's sons: Nadab, Abihu, Eleazar, and Ithamar.

e. Heb 5:1 For every high priest taken from among men is appointed for men in things pertaining to God, that he may offer both gifts and sacrifices for sins.

f.  2 He can have compassion on those who are ignorant and going astray, since he himself is also subject to weakness.

g.  3 Because of this he is required as for the people, so also for himself, to offer sacrifices for sins.
i. Ex 30:10 "And Aaron shall make atonement upon its horns once a year with the blood of the sin offering of atonement; once a year he shall make atonement upon it throughout your generations. It is most holy to the LORD."
ii. Le 16:3 – 28

1.  3 "Thus Aaron shall come into the Holy Place: with the blood of a young bull as a sin offering, and of a ram as a burnt offering.

2.  4 "He shall put the holy linen tunic and the linen trousers on his body; he shall be girded with a linen sash, and with the linen turban he shall be attired. These are holy garments. Therefore he shall wash his body in water, and put them on.

3.  5 ¶ "And he shall take from the congregation of the children of Israel two kids of the goats as a sin offering, and one ram as a burnt offering.

4.  6 "Aaron shall offer the bull as a sin offering, which is for himself, and make atonement for himself and for his house.

5.  7 "He shall take the two goats and present them before the LORD at the door of the tabernacle of meeting.

6.  8 "Then Aaron shall cast lots for the two goats: one lot for the LORD and the other lot for the scapegoat.

7.  9 "And Aaron shall bring the goat on which the LORD'S lot fell, and offer it as a sin offering.

8.  10 "But the goat on which the lot fell to be the scapegoat shall be presented alive before the LORD, to make atonement upon it, and to let it go as the scapegoat into the wilderness.

9.  11 "And Aaron shall bring the bull of the sin offering, which is for himself, and make atonement for himself and for his house, and shall kill the bull as the sin offering which is for himself.

10.  12 "Then he shall take a censer full of burning coals of fire from the altar before the LORD, with his hands full of sweet incense beaten fine, and bring it inside the veil.

11.  13 "And he shall put the incense on the fire before the LORD, that the cloud of incense may cover the mercy seat that is on the Testimony, lest he die.

12.  14 "He shall take some of the blood of the bull and sprinkle it with his finger on the mercy seat on the east side; and before the mercy seat he shall sprinkle some of the blood with his finger seven times.

13.  15 ¶ "Then he shall kill the goat of the sin offering, which is for the people, bring its blood inside the veil, do with that blood as he did with the blood of the bull, and sprinkle it on the mercy seat and before the mercy seat.

14.  16 "So he shall make atonement for the Holy Place, because of the uncleanness of the children of Israel, and because of their transgressions, for all their sins; and so he shall do for the tabernacle of meeting which remains among them in the midst of their uncleanness.

15.  17 "There shall be no man in the tabernacle of meeting when he goes in to make atonement in the Holy Place, until he comes out, that he may make atonement for himself, for his household, and for all the assembly of Israel.

16.  18 "And he shall go out to the altar that is before the LORD, and make atonement for it, and shall take some of the blood of the bull and some of the blood of the goat, and put it on the horns of the altar all around.

17.  19 "Then he shall sprinkle some of the blood on it with his finger seven times, cleanse it, and consecrate it from the uncleanness of the children of Israel.

18.  20 ¶ "And when he has made an end of atoning for the Holy Place, the tabernacle of meeting, and the altar, he shall bring the live goat.

19.  21 "Aaron shall lay both his hands on the head of the live goat, confess over it all the iniquities of the children of Israel, and all their transgressions, concerning all their sins, putting them on the head of the goat, and shall send it away into the wilderness by the hand of a suitable man.

20.  22 "The goat shall bear on itself all their iniquities to an uninhabited land; and he shall release the goat in the wilderness.

21.  23 "Then Aaron shall come into the tabernacle of meeting, shall take off the linen garments which he put on when he went into the Holy Place, and shall leave them there.

22.  24 "And he shall wash his body with water in a holy place, put on his garments, come out and offer his burnt offering and the burnt offering of the people, and make atonement for himself and for the people.

23.  25 "The fat of the sin offering he shall burn on the altar.

24.  26 "And he who released the goat as the scapegoat shall wash his clothes and bathe his body in water, and afterward he may come into the camp.

25.  27 "The bull for the sin offering and the goat for the sin offering, whose blood was brought in to make atonement in the Holy Place, shall be carried outside the camp. And they shall burn in the fire their skins, their flesh, and their offal.

26.  28 "Then he who burns them shall wash his clothes and bathe his body in water, and afterward he may come into the camp.
iii. Le 23:23 – 25

1.  23 Then the LORD spoke to Moses, saying,

2.  24 "Speak to the children of Israel, saying: 'In the seventh month, on the first day of the month, you shall have a sabbath-rest, a memorial of blowing of trumpets, a holy convocation.

3.  25 'You shall do no customary work on it; and you shall offer an offering made by fire to the LORD.'"
iv. Yom Kippur = Day of Atonement

1. Seventh Month of Jewish Year

2. Tishri

3. September - October
h.  4 And no man takes this honor to himself, but he who is called by God, just as Aaron was.

i.  5 So also Christ did not glorify Himself to become High Priest, but it was He who said to Him: "You are My Son, Today I have begotten You."
i. Joh 8:54 Jesus answered, "If I honor Myself, My honor is nothing. It is My Father who honors Me, of whom you say that He is your God.
ii. Ps 2:5 – 7

1.  5 Then He shall speak to them in His wrath, And distress them in His deep displeasure:

2.  6 "Yet I have set My King On My holy hill of Zion."

3.  7 "I will declare the decree: The LORD has said to Me, 'You are My Son, Today I have begotten You.
iii. Mt 3:13 – 17

1.  13 Then Jesus came from Galilee to John at the Jordan to be baptized by him.

2.  14 And John tried to prevent Him, saying, "I need to be baptized by You, and are You coming to me?"

3.  15 But Jesus answered and said to him, "Permit it to be so now, for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness." Then he allowed Him.

4.  16 When He had been baptized, Jesus came up immediately from the water; and behold, the heavens were opened to Him, and He saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove and alighting upon Him.

5.  17 And suddenly a voice came from heaven, saying, "This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased."
iv. Mt 17:1 – 5

1.  1 Now after six days Jesus took Peter, James, and John his brother, led them up on a high mountain by themselves;

2.  2 and He was transfigured before them. His face shone like the sun, and His clothes became as white as the light.

3.  3 And behold, Moses and Elijah appeared to them, talking with Him.

4.  4 Then Peter answered and said to Jesus, "Lord, it is good for us to be here; if You wish, let us make here three tabernacles: one for You, one for Moses, and one for Elijah."

5.  5 While he was still speaking, behold, a bright cloud overshadowed them; and suddenly a voice came out of the cloud, saying, "This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased. Hear Him!"
v. 2Pe 1:16 – 21

1.  16 For we did not follow cunningly devised fables when we made known to you the power and coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, but were eyewitnesses of His majesty.

2.  17 For He received from God the Father honor and glory when such a voice came to Him from the Excellent Glory: "This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased."

3.  18 And we heard this voice which came from heaven when we were with Him on the holy mountain.

4.  19 ¶ And so we have the prophetic word confirmed, which you do well to heed as a light that shines in a dark place, until the day dawns and the morning star rises in your hearts;

5.  20 knowing this first, that no prophecy of Scripture is of any private interpretation,

6.  21 for prophecy never came by the will of man, but holy men of God spoke as they were moved by the Holy Spirit.
j.  6 As He also says in another place: "You are a priest forever According to the order of Melchizedek";
i. Ps 110:1 – 7

1.  1 The LORD said to my Lord, "Sit at My right hand, Till I make Your enemies Your footstool."
a. Mt 22:41 – 46 Jesus attributes to Christ

i.  41 While the Pharisees were gathered together, Jesus asked them,

ii.  42 saying, "What do you think about the Christ? Whose Son is He?" They said to Him, "The Son of David."

iii.  43 He said to them, "How then does David in the Spirit call Him 'Lord,' saying:

iv.  44 'The LORD said to my Lord, "Sit at My right hand, Till I make Your enemies Your footstool"'?

v.  45 "If David then calls Him 'Lord,' how is He his Son?"

vi.  46 And no one was able to answer Him a word, nor from that day on did anyone dare question Him anymore.
b. Ac 2:34 – 36 – Already attributed to Jesus by Peter on day of Pentacost
i.  34 "For David did not ascend into the heavens, but he says himself: 'The LORD said to my Lord, "Sit at My right hand,

ii.  35 Till I make Your enemies Your footstool."'

iii.  36 "Therefore let all the house of Israel know assuredly that God has made this Jesus, whom you crucified, both Lord and Christ."

2.  2 The LORD shall send the rod of Your strength out of Zion. Rule in the midst of Your enemies!

3.  3 Your people shall be volunteers In the day of Your power; In the beauties of holiness, from the womb of the morning, You have the dew of Your youth.

4.  4 The LORD has sworn And will not relent, "You are a priest forever According to the order of Melchizedek."
a. Since we know this section is tied to

i. The Christ

ii. Specifically Jesus

iii. We know this section also applies to Jesus
5.  5 ¶ The Lord is at Your right hand; He shall execute kings in the day of His wrath.

6.  6 He shall judge among the nations, He shall fill the places with dead bodies, He shall execute the heads of many countries.

7.  7 He shall drink of the brook by the wayside; Therefore He shall lift up the head.
ii. Melchizedek
1. Zec 6:12 – 13 Foretold that Jesus would sit forever on Throne as Priest and King
a.  12 "Then speak to him, saying, 'Thus says the LORD of hosts, saying: "Behold, the Man whose name is the BRANCH! From His place He shall branch out, And He shall build the temple of the LORD;

b.  13 Yes, He shall build the temple of the LORD. He shall bear the glory, And shall sit and rule on His throne; So He shall be a priest on His throne, And the counsel of peace shall be between them both."'
2. Genesis 14 Battle of Valley of Siddim (Salt Sea)

a. Great Battle occurs in verses 8-10

b. Sodom and Gomorroh are defeated

c. Chedorlaomer king of Elam is victorious and sacks the city of Sodom

d. Ge 14:12 They also took Lot, Abram's brother's son who dwelt in Sodom, and his goods, and departed.
e. Ge 14:14 Now when Abram heard that his brother was taken captive, he armed his three hundred and eighteen trained servants who were born in his own house, and went in pursuit as far as Dan.
f. Ge 14:15 – 17 On His return, Abram meets the King of Salem

i.  15 He divided his forces against them by night, and he and his servants attacked them and pursued them as far as Hobah, which is north of Damascus.

ii.  16 So he brought back all the goods, and also brought back his brother Lot and his goods, as well as the women and the people.

iii.  17 ¶ And the king of Sodom went out to meet him at the Valley of Shaveh (that is, the King's Valley), after his return from the defeat of Chedorlaomer and the kings who were with him.
g. Ge 14:18 – 20

i.  18 Then Melchizedek king of Salem brought out bread and wine; he was the priest of God Most High.
1. Melchizedek

a. Hebrew: Malkiy-Tsedeq literally King of Moral Right

b. King of Salem

i. Salem Hebrew: Shalem literally means peace

ii. Early name of Jerusalem

iii. Yeru = Teaching/Instruct

iv. Shalem = Peace

v. Literally “To Teach Peace”

c. The King of Righteous of Peace

2. What else is he called?

a. Priest of the Most High God

i. Hebrew Elyown El

3. What does he bring?

a. Bead

b. Wine

4. What two items does Jesus use to remember his sacrifice?

a. Mt 26:26 – 29

i.  26 And as they were eating, Jesus took bread, blessed and broke it, and gave it to the disciples and said, "Take, eat; this is My body."

ii.  27 Then He took the cup, and gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, "Drink from it, all of you.

iii.  28 "For this is My blood of the new covenant, which is shed for many for the remission of sins.

iv.  29 "But I say to you, I will not drink of this fruit of the vine from now on until that day when I drink it new with you in My Father's kingdom."

ii.  19 And he blessed him and said: "Blessed be Abram of God Most High, Possessor of heaven and earth;

iii.  20 And blessed be God Most High, Who has delivered your enemies into your hand." And he gave him a tithe of all.
3. Heb 7:1 17 

a.  1 For this Melchizedek, king of Salem, priest of the Most High God, who met Abraham returning from the slaughter of the kings and blessed him,

b.  2 to whom also Abraham gave a tenth part of all, first being translated "king of righteousness," and then also king of Salem, meaning "king of peace,"

c.  3 without father, without mother, without genealogy, having neither beginning of days nor end of life, but made like the Son of God, remains a priest continually.
i. Who is Jesus’ father? God.

1. Mt 1:20 – 23

a.  20 But while he thought about these things, behold, an angel of the Lord appeared to him in a dream, saying, "Joseph, son of David, do not be afraid to take to you Mary your wife, for that which is conceived in her is of the Holy Spirit.

b.  21 "And she will bring forth a Son, and you shall call His name JESUS, for He will save His people from their sins."

c.  22 So all this was done that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the Lord through the prophet, saying:

d.  23 "Behold, the virgin shall be with child, and bear a Son, and they shall call His name Immanuel," which is translated, "God with us."
ii. If Jesus is of the order of Melchizedek, he too has no beginning to end to his office
d.  4 Now consider how great this man was, to whom even the patriarch Abraham gave a tenth of the spoils.

e.  5 And indeed those who are of the sons of Levi, who receive the priesthood, have a commandment to receive tithes from the people according to the law, that is, from their brethren, though they have come from the loins of Abraham;

f.  6 but he whose genealogy is not derived from them received tithes from Abraham and blessed him who had the promises.

g.  7 Now beyond all contradiction the lesser is blessed by the better.

h.  8 Here mortal men receive tithes, but there he receives them, of whom it is witnessed that he lives.

i.  9 Even Levi, who receives tithes, paid tithes through Abraham, so to speak,

j.  10 for he was still in the loins of his father when Melchizedek met him.

k.  11 ¶ Therefore, if perfection were through the Levitical priesthood (for under it the people received the law), what further need was there that another priest should rise according to the order of Melchizedek, and not be called according to the order of Aaron?

l.  12 For the priesthood being changed, of necessity there is also a change of the law.

m.  13 For He of whom these things are spoken belongs to another tribe, from which no man has officiated at the altar.

n.  14 For it is evident that our Lord arose from Judah, of which tribe Moses spoke nothing concerning priesthood.

o.  15 And it is yet far more evident if, in the likeness of Melchizedek, there arises another priest

p.  16 who has come, not according to the law of a fleshly commandment, but according to the power of an endless life.

q.  17 For He testifies: "You are a priest forever According to the order of Melchizedek."
k. 7 who, in the days of His flesh, when He had offered up prayers and supplications, with vehement cries and tears to Him who was able to save Him from death, and was heard because of His godly fear,

l.  8 though He was a Son, yet He learned obedience by the things which He suffered.
i. Php 2:8 And being found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself and became obedient to the point of death, even the death of the cross.
ii. Joh 10:18 "No one takes it from Me, but I lay it down of Myself. I have power to lay it down, and I have power to take it again. This command I have received from My Father."
m.  9 And having been perfected, He became the author of eternal salvation to all who obey Him,

n.  10 ¶ called by God as High Priest "according to the order of Melchizedek,"
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
